Also see the famous Peace Memorial Park and a poignant
cenotaph inscribed with all the known victims of the Hiroshima bomb, and the eerie
A-Bomb Dome, a tragic city-symbol, left standing in a ruinous state after more than

60 years. In the evening, explore Hiroshima, a truly ‘reinvented’ city.

DAY 2: TRAVEL BY TRAIN TO KURASHIKI. One of the prettiest towns in Japan, Kurashiki
is famous for its rows of old tiled warehouses and its willow-flanked canals. Wander at
leisure aside rows of old warehouses and over canal bridges, or sample food from local
eateries. Kurashiki is famous for its collection of interesting museums, including the Ohara
Museum, home of magnificent pieces of European art collected by a textile tycoon.

Later, travel to Okayama town to see Korakuen garden (one of Japan’s most famous
gardens), built more than 300 years ago under the auspices of a feudal lord. Return to
Kyoto by Shinkansen. On arrival at Kyoto a drop-off service is available to a select number
of hotels (alternatively, your guide can tell you how to get back to your hotel).
